concerning, with certain verbs and nouns such as ask, pray, etc. introduces the person or thing in 

whose interest the petition is made 

markers of general content, whether of a discourse or mental activity, concerning, about, of

to proceed quickly and without restraint, progress, ‘that the word of the Lord might speed on’

to cause to have splendid greatness, clothe in splendor, glorify, of the glory that comes in the

of comparison, just as 

marker of similarity in events and states, with the possible implication of something being in
