people with shared belief, community, congregation, of Christians in a specific place or area,

proclaim the divine message of salvation, proclaim the Gospel, cf. 1:8, 4:13 

to communicate good news concerning something, to tell the good news, to announce the gospel

the content of what Christians believe, the faith, beliefs, doctrine 

 

ἐπόρθει   IAI3sg   fr. porqew 
to attack and cause complete destruction, pillage, make havoc of, destroy, annihilate, ‘the faith 

which he once tried to annihilate’ cf. v. 13 

to attack with the intent or result of destroying, to attack, to destroy, ‘I attacked with the purpose

ἐδόξαζον   IAI3pl   fr. doxazw 

to influence one’s opinion about another so as to enhance the latter’s reputation, praise, honor, 

extol 

to speak of something as being unusually fine and deserving honor, to praise, to glorify
