
Jn. 16:4e-11 

I. I have not yet told you everything, but I’m leaving you soon (4e-6) 

A. Neg: I did not tell you these things while I was with you (4e-f) 

1. I did not say these things to you from the beginning (4e) 

2. Because I was with you (4f) 

B.  Pos: I’m now telling you I’m leaving, and describing your reaction (5-6) 

1. But I am going to the One Who sent me(5a) 

2. Your reaction to this news (5b-6b) 

a Neg: You are not asking me where I’m going (5b-c) 

1) And no one from you is asking me (5b) 

2) “Where are you going?” (5c) 

b Pos: But you are sorrowful (6) 

1) But because I have said these things to you (6a) 

2) Sorrow has filled your hearts (6b) 

II. It is better that I am leaving so that the Holy Spirit can come and complete your training (7-11) 

A. But I am telling you the truth (7a) 

B. If is better for you that I am replaced by the Spirit, because of His important task (7b-11) 

1. It is better for you that I am going away(7b-c) 

a It is more advantageous to you (7b) 

b That I would go away(7c) 

2. Because my going away causes the Spirit to come, Who has an important task (7d-11) 

a Neg: If I don’t go, the Spirit will not come (7d-e) 

1) For if I would not go away (7d) 

2) The Helper will not come to you (7e) 

b Pos: If I go, I will send the Spirit, Who has an important task/role to do (7f-11) 

1) If I go, I will send the Spirit/Helper (7f-g) 

a) But if I would go (7f) 

b) I will send Him to you (7g) 

2) The Spirit will convict the world, and what He will convict them of (8-11) 

a) The Spirit will convict the world of sin, righteousness and judgment (8) 

(1) And when He comes (8a) 

(2) This One will convict/convince the world concerning sin and 

concerning righteousness and concerning judgment (8b) 

b) Specifically, what the Spirit will convict the world of: (9-11) 

(1) First, concerning sin, that they don’t believe (9) 

(a) First, [He will convict/convince the world] concerning sin (9a) 

(b) That they are not believing in me (9b) 

(2) Second, concerning righteousness, that I am going to the Father (10) 



(a) Second, [He will convict/convince the world] concerning 

righteousness (10a) 

(b) That I am going to the Father, where I won’t be seen (10b-c) 

(i) That I am going to the Father (10b) 

(ii) And you will no longer see me (10c) 

(3) Third, concerning sin, that the devil has been condemned (11) 

(a) Third, [He will convict/convince the world] concerning 

judgment (11a) 

(b) That the ruler of this world has been condemned (11b)
