Eze 1:26 Now above the expanse that was over their heads there was something resembling a 

throne, like lapis lazuli in appearance; and on that which resembled a throne, high up, was a 

figure with the appearance of a man.   

Eze 10:1 Then I looked, and behold, in the expanse that was over the heads of the cherubim 

something like a sapphire stone, in appearance resembling a throne, appeared above them.

1 Kings 22:19 Micaiah continued, "Therefore hear the word of the LORD: I saw the LORD 

sitting on his throne with all the host of heaven standing around him on his right and on his left. 

Psalm 47:8 God reigns over the nations; God is seated on his holy throne. 

V. 3

Rev 21:11 having the glory of God. Her brilliance was like a very costly stone, as a stone of 

crystal-clear jasper.   

Rev 21:19 The foundation stones of the city wall were adorned with every kind of precious 

stone. The first foundation stone was jasper; the second, sapphire; the third, chalcedony; the 

fourth, emerald;   

Rev 21:20 the fifth, sardonyx; the sixth, sardius; the seventh, chrysolite; the eighth, beryl; the 

ninth, topaz; the tenth, chrysoprase; the eleventh, jacinth; the twelfth, amethyst.   

Exo 24:10 and they saw the God of Israel; and under His feet there appeared to be a pavement of 

sapphire, as clear as the sky itself.   

Eze 1:26 Now above the expanse that was over their heads there was something resembling a 

throne, like lapis lazuli in appearance; and on that which resembled a throne, high up, was a 

figure with the appearance of a man.

Eze 1:28 As the appearance of the rainbow in the clouds on a rainy day, so was the appearance 

of the surrounding radiance. Such was the appearance of the likeness of the glory of the LORD. 

And when I saw it, I fell on my face and heard a voice speaking.   

V. 4

Rev 4:10 the twenty-four elders will fall down before Him who sits on the throne, and will 

worship Him who lives forever and ever, and will cast their crowns before the throne, saying,   

Rev 5:8 And when He had taken the book, the four living creatures and the twenty-four elders 

fell down before the Lamb, having each one a harp, and golden bowls full of incense, which are 

the prayers of the saints.   



Rev 5:14 And the four living creatures kept saying, "Amen." And the elders fell down and 

worshiped.   

Rev 7:11 And all the angels were standing around the throne and around the elders and the four 

living creatures; and they fell on their faces before the throne and worshiped God,   

Rev 11:16 And the twenty-four elders, who sit on their thrones before God, fell on their faces 

and worshiped God,   

Rev 19:4 And the twenty-four elders and the four living creatures fell down and worshiped God 

who sits on the throne saying, "Amen. Hallelujah!"   

Isaiah 24:23 The moon will be abashed, the sun ashamed; for the LORD Almighty will reign on 

Mount Zion and in Jerusalem, and before its elders, gloriously.

Rev 3:4 But you have a few people in Sardis who have not soiled their garments; and they will 

walk with Me in white; for they are worthy.   

Rev 3:5 He who overcomes shall thus be clothed in white garments; and I will not erase his 

name from the book of life, and I will confess his name before My Father, and before His angels.   

Rev 6:11 And there was given to each of them a white robe; and they were told that they should 

rest for a little while longer, until the number of their fellow servants and their brethren who 

were to be killed even as they had been, should be completed also.   

Rev 7:9 After these things I looked, and behold, a great multitude, which no one could count, 

from every nation and all tribes and peoples and tongues, standing before the throne and before 

the Lamb, clothed in white robes, and palm branches were in their hands;

Rev 9:7 And the appearance of the locusts was like horses prepared for battle; and on their 

heads, as it were, crowns like gold, and their faces were like the faces of men.   

Psa 21:3 For Thou dost meet him with the blessings of good things; Thou dost set a crown of 

fine gold on his head.   

2Ti 4:8 in the future there is laid up for me the crown of righteousness, which the Lord, the 

righteous Judge, will award to me on that day; and not only to me, but also to all who have loved 

His appearing.

Rev 8:5 And the angel took the censer; and he filled it with the fire of the altar and threw it to the 

earth; and there followed peals of thunder and sounds and flashes of lightning and an earthquake.   



Rev 11:19 And the temple of God which is in heaven was opened; and the ark of His covenant 

appeared in His temple, and there were flashes of lightning and sounds and peals of thunder and 

an earthquake and a great hailstorm.   

Rev 16:18 And there were flashes of lightning and sounds and peals of thunder; and there was a 

great earthquake, such as there had not been since man came to be upon the earth, so great an 

earthquake was it, and so mighty.   

Exo 19:16 So it came about on the third day, when it was morning, that there were thunder and 

lightning flashes and a thick cloud upon the mountain and a very loud trumpet sound, so that all 

the people who were in the camp trembled.   

Exo 20:18 And all the people perceived the thunder and the lightning flashes and the sound of 

the trumpet and the mountain smoking; and when the people saw it, they trembled and stood at a 

distance.

Genesis 15:17 When the sun had set and darkness had fallen, a smoking firepot with a blazing 

torch appeared and passed between the pieces. 

Exo 37:23 And he made its seven lamps with its snuffers and its trays of pure gold.   

2Ch 4:20 the lampstands with their lamps of pure gold, to burn in front of the inner sanctuary in 

the way prescribed;   

Eze 1:13 In the midst of the living beings there was something that looked like burning coals of 

fire, like torches darting back and forth among the living beings. The fire was bright, and 

lightning was flashing from the fire.   

Zec 4:2 And he said to me, "What do you see?" And I said, "I see, and behold, a lampstand all of 

gold with its bowl on the top of it, and its seven lamps on it with seven spouts belonging to each 

of the lamps which are on the top of it;

Rev 1:4 John to the seven churches that are in Asia: Grace to you and peace, from Him who is 

and who was and who is to come; and from the seven Spirits who are before His throne;   

Rev 3:1 "And to the angel of the church in Sardis write: He who has the seven Spirits of God, 

and the seven stars, says this: I know your deeds, that you have a name that you are alive, but 

you are dead.   

Rev 5:6 And I saw between the throne(with the four living creatures) and the elders a Lamb 

standing, as if slain, having seven horns and seven eyes, which are the seven Spirits of God, sent 

out into all the earth.   

Zech. 4:10 "(These seven are the eyes of the LORD, which range throughout the earth.)"

Eze 1:22 Now over the heads of the living beings there was something like an expanse, like the 

awesome gleam of crystal, extended over their heads.

Rev 4:9 And when the living creatures give glory and honor and thanks to Him who sits on the 

throne, to Him who lives forever and ever,   

Rev 5:6 And I saw between the throne(with the four living creatures) and the elders a Lamb 

standing, as if slain, having seven horns and seven eyes, which are the seven Spirits of God, sent 

out into all the earth.   

Rev 5:14 And the four living creatures kept saying, "Amen." And the elders fell down and 

worshiped.   

Rev 6:1 And I saw when the Lamb broke one of the seven seals, and I heard one of the four 

living creatures saying as with a voice of thunder, "Come."   

Rev 7:11 And all the angels were standing around the throne and around the elders and the four 

living creatures; and they fell on their faces before the throne and worshiped God,   

Rev 14:3 And they sang a new song before the throne and before the four living creatures and 

the elders; and no one could learn the song except the one hundred and forty-four thousand who 

had been purchased from the earth.

was the face of a man, the third the face of a lion, and the fourth the face of an eagle.   

Eze 10:21 Each one had four faces and each one four wings, and beneath their wings was the 

form of human hands.   

V. 8

Rev 4:6 and before the throne there was, as it were, a sea of glass like crystal; and in the center 

and around the throne, four living creatures full of eyes in front and behind.   

Eze. 1:18 And their rims were tall and awesome, and the rims of all four were full of eyes all 

around. 

Eze 10:12 Their entire bodies, including their backs, their hands and their wings, were 

completely full of eyes, as were their four wheels. 

ἔχων ἀνὰ πτέρυγας ἕξ 
Isa 6:2 Seraphim stood above Him, each having six wings; with two he covered his face, and 

with two he covered his feet, and with two he flew. And one called out to another and said, 

"Holy, Holy, Holy, is the LORD of hosts, The whole earth is full of His glory."   

Eze 1:6 Each of them had four faces and four wings.   

Eze 10:21 Each one had four faces and each one four wings, and beneath their wings was the 

form of human hands.   

Ἅγιος ἅγιος ἅγιος 
Rev 3:7 "And to the angel of the church in Philadelphia write: He who is holy, who is true, who 

has the key of David, who opens and no one will shut, and who shuts and no one opens, says 

this:   

Exo 15:11 "Who is like Thee among the gods, O LORD? Who is like Thee, majestic in holiness, 

Awesome in praises, working wonders?   

Isa 6:3 And one called out to another and said, "Holy, Holy, Holy, is the LORD of hosts, The 

whole earth is full of His glory."   

ὁ παντοκράτωρ 
Rev 1:8 "I am the Alpha and the Omega," says the Lord God, "who is and who was and who is 

to come, the Almighty."   

Rev 11:17 saying, "We give Thee thanks, O Lord God, the Almighty, who art and who was, 

because Thou hast taken Thy great power and hast begun to reign.   

Rev 15:3 And they sang the song of Moses the bond-servant of God and the song of the Lamb, 

saying, "Great and marvelous are Thy works, O Lord God, the Almighty; Righteous and true are 

Thy ways, Thou King of the nations.   

Rev 16:7 And I heard the altar saying, "Yes, O Lord God, the Almighty, true and righteous are 

Thy judgments."

Rev 16:5 And I heard the angel in charge of the waters say, "Just are you, O Holy One, who is 

and who was, for you brought these judgments. 

Exo 3:14 God said to Moses, "I AM WHO I AM." And he said, "Say this to the people of Israel, 

'I AM has sent me to you.'" 

Isa 41:4 Who has performed and done this, calling the generations from the beginning? I, the 

LORD, the first, and with the last; I am he.

Rev 19:4 And the twenty-four elders and the four living creatures fell down and worshiped God 

who was seated on the throne, saying, "Amen. Hallelujah!"   

Psa 72:11 May all kings fall down before him, all nations serve him!   

Mat 2:11 And going into the house they saw the child with Mary his mother, and they fell down 

and worshiped him. Then, opening their treasures, they offered him gifts, gold and frankincense 

and myrrh.

Psa 95:6 Oh come, let us worship and bow down; let us kneel before the LORD, our Maker!

Rev 5:2 And I saw a mighty angel proclaiming with a loud voice, "Who is worthy to open the 

scroll and break its seals?"   

Rev 5:9 And they sang a new song, saying, "Worthy are you to take the scroll and to open its 

seals, for you were slain, and by your blood you ransomed people for God from every tribe and 

language and people and nation,   

Rev 5:12 saying with a loud voice, "Worthy is the Lamb who was slain, to receive power and 

wealth and wisdom and might and honor and glory and blessing!"   

Psa 18:3 I call upon the LORD, who is worthy to be praised, and I am saved from my enemies.

Psa 29:2 Ascribe to the LORD the glory due his name; worship the LORD in the splendor of 

holiness.   

Psa 96:7 Ascribe to the LORD, O families of the peoples, ascribe to the LORD glory and 

strength!   

σὺ ἔκτισας τὰ πάντα 
Rev 10:6 and swore by him who lives forever and ever, who created heaven and what is in it, the 

earth and what is in it, and the sea and what is in it, that there would be no more delay,   

Gen 1:1 In the beginning, God created the heavens and the earth.   

Exo 20:11 For in six days the LORD made heaven and earth, the sea, and all that is in them, and 

rested on the seventh day. Therefore the LORD blessed the Sabbath day and made it holy.   

Isa 40:26 Lift up your eyes on high and see: who created these? He who brings out their host by 

number, calling them all by name, by the greatness of his might, and because he is strong in 

power not one is missing.   

Isa 40:28 Have you not known? Have you not heard? The LORD is the everlasting God, the 

Creator of the ends of the earth. He does not faint or grow weary; his understanding is 

unsearchable.
