of the law [=the moral product that the Mosaic code requires]’ 

a formalized rule prescribing what people must do, law, ordinance, rule

to come in beside, slip in, come in as a side issue, of the law, as having no primary place in the 

divine plan, cf. Gal. 2:4 

to join surreptitiously with evil intent, to slip into a group unnoticed, to join unnoticed

to become more and more, so as to be in abundance, be/become more or be/become great, be

to increase considerably the extent of an activity or state, with the implication of the result being an 

abundance, to increase considerably, to become more and more, to multiply, ‘but where sin 

increased’ 

 

ὑπεξεπεξίζζεπζελ AAI3sg  fr. u`perperisseuw 
to be very high on a scale of amount, be in great excess, be present in (greater) abundance 

to be more abundant than a given quantity, to be more than, to be more abundant, ‘grace abounds 

even more’ 

an extraordinary degree, involving a considerable excess over what would be expected, extreme, 

extremely, to an extreme degree, to a very great degree, ‘where sin increased, grace was even more’ 

‘Though it is possible to interpret u`perperisseuw in Ro 5.20 as referring simply to quantity, it is 

better to interpret it as expressing degree.  carij itself indicates the activity of God in showing 

favor, and u`perperisseuw is simply an expression of abundant degree involved in such an activity.
